From An Anglo-Catholic Heart

“The People’ s Anglican Missal” states“ every catholic liturgy in the
world, with the exception of our own, expresses and emphasizes the idea that
the Eucharist is not only the union of Christ with the church Militant, but also
with the church Expectant and Triumphant; for the church isthe Mystical
Body of Christ, composed of al the faithful, living and dead.” Consequently,
the missal includes prayers for the commemoration of the departed and the
saintsin heaven (prayers which have been shortened or dropped altogether
from our current liturgy.)

The missal also encourages al church people to be familiar with the
major feast days of the church year (just as we know the anniversary dates of
our families); and so avail ourselves of the merits and prayers of the saints.

Many of you share my devotion to Saint Mary, mother of our Lord and
God. Each of us aso has apatron saint, usualy by date of birth or name-
sake. We may also appeal to a particular saint by reason of our nationality,
occupation, church patronage, hobby, health concern, etc. There are a host of
remarkable saints which we honor in our church (Fr. Dan recently celebrated
mass in remembrance of C.S. Lewis on Wed, Nov 21st!).

Indeed, we are part of awonderful communion - the living, the departed,
and all the saintsin heaven. So let us pray, asthe missal directs, for the
consummation of Christ’skingdom: :That we and all Thy servants which be
of the Mystical Body of Thy Son may altogether be set on His right hand and
hear that His most joyful voice -- Come unto me, O ye that be blesses of my
father and possess the kingdom that is prepared for you from the beginning of
theworld”.

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Christ theLord IsRisen Today

John and Charles Wesley soon found themselves out of favor with many
fellow Anglican ministers who spurned their fiery evangelical preaching.
Many pulpits were closed to them.

A friend from his Oxford days, George Whitefield, 22, who was having
the same trouble, began preaching in the open air. In London, he asked
Charlesto stand with him as he preached to thousands in the open air at
Blackheath, and Charles, too, got avision for reaching the multitudes.

He made hisfirst attempt in the outskirts of London. “Franklyn, a
farmer, invited meto preach in hisfield,” hewrote. “I did so to about 500. |
returned to the house rgjoicing.” Soon he was preaching to thousands. “My
load was gone, and all my doubts and scruples. God shone upon my path;
and | knew thiswas hiswill concerning me.”

A man named Joseph Williams heard Charlesin Bristol: “I found him
standing on atable-board, in an erect posture...surrounded by, | guess more
than athousand people, some of them fashionable persons, but most of the
lower rank of mankind. He prayed with uncommon fervency...He then
preached about half an hour in such amanner as | have scarce ever seen any
man preach...l think | never heard any man labor so earnestly to convince his
hearers they were all by naturein asinful, lost, undone, damnable state; that
not withstanding, there was a possibility of their salvation, through Christ...
All this he backed up with many texts of Scripture, which he explained and
illustrated, and then by a variety of the most forceful motives, arguments, and
expostulation, did he invite, allure, quicken, and labor, if it were possible, to
compel al, and every of his hearers, to believe in Christ for salvation.”

Charles Wesley still preaches today in much the same way through his
ageless hymns which are sung around the world each Sunday. Perhaps his
most exuberant anthem is the one he simply called, “Hymn for Easter Day,”
published in 1739. It originally consisted of eleven stanzas. The“Alleluia s’
were added later, but appropriately, for thisis a hymn one never getstired of
singing:

Christ, the Lord, isrisen today, Alleluia!
Sons of men and angels say, Alleluia!
Raise your joys and triumphs high, Alleluia!
Sng, ye heavens, and earth, reply, Alleluia!

How many Episcopalians are not familiar with the hymn that begins

"I Sing a Song of the Saints of God"? After we sang it recently at a
service, | wasimpressed by how many people came up to me and thanked
me for choosing that hymn. Hereisalittle bit more information about the
hymn: it was written in the 1920s by L eshia Scott (1898 - 1986), who
wrote hymns for her three children to help express their faith. She would
write hymns in response to her children’s requests to "make a hymn for a
picnic" or "make a hymn for afoggy day.” Though she had never
intended the hymn for publication, it was set to music in 1940 by John
Henry Hopkins, an Episcopal priest who served churchesin the
Mid-West. The hymn tune "Grand Isle" was named after the town in
Vermont where Hopkins retired in 1929. The words and music first
appeared in "The Layman®Magazine of the Living Church”

in November 1940.

Stroke isthe third leading cause of death in the United States
for men and the second leading cause of death for women. Itis
also the number one reason people are admitted to the nursing
home. However, up to 75% of strokes could be prevented.

Life Line Screening will be at S. Andrews in the Pines
Episcopal Church on Monday, April 16, 2007.

Life Line Screening will perform four different health screenings using
Doppler color flow ultrasound:

A Stroke/Carotid Artery Screening — thislooks for plague buildup in the
carotid arteries, which leads to stroke. (Up to 75% of all strokes are
linked to carotid artery blockage);

An Abdomina Aortic Aneurysm (AAA) test —which checks for an
aneurysm (enlargement) in the abdominal aortathat could lead to a
ruptured aortic artery. The maority of people who have an
abdominal aneurysm have no symptoms and the mortality rate for a
ruptured AAA is about 80-94%;

An Ankle Brachial Index (ABI) —this screens for Peripheral Arterial
Disease or PVD in the lower extremities. Peripheral Arterial Disease
isastrong predictor for heart disease.

And abone density screening, which tests both men and women for the
early detection of osteoporosis.

These screenings are completely painless, non-invasive, and typically not

part of aroutine physical. The cost is $35-$45 each or all four for only $129.
