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Alleluia!!!  We began our Easter season with a marvelous showing!  During 
the early part of these fifty days, your vestry and I have been working toward 
creating a mission plan for St. Andrew in the Pines.   The mission plan is  
intended to frame the various aspects of our ministry as we work  
toward the future.  It is an exciting time just as it was thirty-one years ago.  
On Pentecost (June 6, 1976) the first worship service for Episcopalians in 
Fayette County was held at Peachtree City Elementary School.  That  
gathering of individuals eventually formed this community.   
  
The archives of St. Andrew in the Pines contains a yellowing letter sent to 
that initial gathering which states:    
 
 “Having accepted the Bishop’s challenge to prove our intent to be a 
 church, let’s exert every effort to attend every service that we can.   
 For these first few services, you are requested to bring your own  
 Books of Common Prayer and cushions for kneelers…parents are  
 invited to bring playpens, portable cribs, whatever will make your  
 little one more comfortable.  We pray this inconvenience will be a  
 temporary one.”  
 
These words remind us that all churches start out as infants that need care 
and nurture in order to grow and thrive.  Importantly, the exhortation to 
“extend every effort to prove our intent to be a church”  reminds us that what 
was true at the beginning remains true now.  Our goal as a group then, is the 
same as our goal now:  To grow and mature in our faith, to become a warm, 
open, inviting, community serving Jesus Christ through hospitality, service, 
outreach, and prayer.   
 
Your vestry and I are working hard to develop both short and long term plans 
for achieving these goals.  Obviously, we as a community cannot do  
everything at once.  In the short term, we will be addressing and assessing 
worship needs,  times, and offerings as well as looking into ways to improve 
our stewardship, hospitality, and outreach.

It©s easy to get discouraged when things are going bad, but we shouldn©t lose 
heart, because God is at work in our lives.... even in the midst of our pain 
and suffering. Remember that the next time your little hut seems to be  
burning to the ground. It just may be a smoke signal that summons the 
Grace of God.

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For several years our Leadership proclaimed St. Andrews to be an Island in 
the Sea of the Diocese of Atlanta.  This isolation was said to be necessary to 
protect our Parish from mandates from the Diocese.  Reality has proves to be 
the Antithesis of these fears, not mandates or interference, but tremendous 
support in all phases of the operation of our Parish. 
 
Our Rebuilding will require some changes.  Being one who does not  
welcome change, I can appreciate the initial anxiety of any change even 
when I know it is needed.  The relocation of our Altar has been stressful for 
some of us, but needed.

These are changes your 
Vestry believes will and have enhanced your Church experience, along with 
a more traditional non unique experience for our visitors.  These visitors 
must first feel comfortable and welcomed as you for them to join us. 
 
To grow our membership we must build a bridge to this island called St. 
Andrews.  This bridge will be built by each of us as a Community of  
Abundant Hospitality, Love, Support and Faith. 
 
This Bridge Building starts as our Bishop says “with the Desire to invite  
others to share the Life we have discovered.  Growing is the very essence of 
being Faithful.”

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 SAY HELLO TO THE " NEW"  HYMNAL! 
 

 Episcopalians have called it the "new" hymnal for years now, although it is  
actually over 20 years old! The hymnal is officially referred to as "the 1982 
Hymnal," but did not arrive in parishes until late in 1985. The hymnal we have 
been using at St. Andrew©s is the 1940 edition - over 60 years old.  Someone has 
already said to me that they are "missing my old hymnal." I love the 1940  
Hymnal just as much as anybody; I have very fond memories of discovering 
beautiful new hymns when I was first introduced to the Episcopal Church in 
1982. The Anglican Chant was something I had never heard in the Southern 
Baptist Church, and I remember feeling like I had discovered buried treasure 
when I first played through these hymns, service music, and chants.  
 I came across a very interesting article from The Washington Post dated  
September 11, 1982, titled "Episcopal Convention Votes Revised Hymnal."  
Here are some highlights from the article: 
According to Rev. Marion Hatchett of Sewanee, Tennessee, chairman of the 
hymnal revision committee, the new hymnal is designed to reflect Christian  
heritage and contemporary life, use sexually and racially inclusive language, and 
be ecumenical and sing-able, as well as theologically sound.  Old favorites were 
modified to "clean up" sexist language; for example, the familiar line in the 
hymn "In Christ There Is No East Or West" about "join hands then, brothers of 
the faith" has been changed to "join hands, disciples..."   
 The new hymnal retains nearly 350 of the 600 titles from the 1940 Hymnal,  
and introduces approximately 150 songs never before seen in an Episcopal  
hymnal. Among these are several spirituals, such as "Go Tell It On The  
Mountain".  Our national anthem managed to stay in the new hymnal, despite the 
committee©s judgment that the second verse was "uncomfortably imperialistic." 
The sheer volume of protests rescued "Stand Up, Stand Up for Jesus," which was 
set to be removed because it was too "militaristic."  Judged as having "bad  
theology," "Once To Every Man and Nation" and "Turn Back, O Man, Forswear 
Thy Foolish Ways" were taken out.  The completed hymnal apparently was not 
approved without quite a few "intense hearings" at the General Convention held 
in New Orleans in 1982. I bet that you will come to love this new hymnal as 
much as you do the 1940.  We are of course extremely grateful to the Diocese 
and to Father Paul for bringing the 1982 Hymnal to us! It seems to me that with 
the addition of the "new" hymnal and our return to using the Book of Common 
Prayer in our Services, we are "re-establishing" ourselves as Episcopalians.

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Crown Him with Many Crowns 

 
 The original form of this hymn was written by Matthew Bridges and 
consisted of six eight-line stanzas.  He thought of his hymn as a sermon in 
song, based on Revelation 19:12, “ ...and on His head were many crowns.”   
He called his hymn, :The Song of the Seraphs.”    
 
 In 1874,  Geofrey Thring, a staunch Anglican clergyman feared that 
some of the verses smacked too much of Catholic doctrine.  Geoffrey wrote 
six new verses for the same song.  “Crown Him with Many Crowns,”    
therefore became a six verse hymn that was written twice! 
 
 Over the years, these twelve verses have become intermingled in the 
hymnbooks, with editors mixing and matching the verses.  Here are the first 
lines of all twelve verses, the first six by Bridges, the last six by Thring: 
 
Stanza 1: Crown Him with many crowns, the Lamb upon his throne… 
Stanza 2: Crown Him the virgin’s Son, the God incarnate born… 
Stanza 3: Crown Him the Lord of love, behold His hands and side… 
Stanza 4: Crown Him the Lord of peace, Whose power a scepter sways… 
Stanza 5: Crown Him the Lord of years, the Potentate of time, 
Stanza 6: Crown Him the Lord of Heaven, one with the Father known… 
 
Stanza 7: Crown Him with crowns of gold…. 
Stanza 8: Crown Him the Son of God, before the worlds began... 
Stanza 9: Crown Him the Lord of Light…. 
Stanza 10: Crown Him the Lord of life, who triumphed over the grave... 
Stanza 11: Crown Him the Lord of lords, who over all doth reign…. 
Stanza 12: Crown Him the Lord of heaven, enthroned in worlds above...
